Western officials continue to highlight efforts by the People's Republic of China (PRC) to
support the Russian war effort in Ukraine. The Times reported on September 27 that Western
officials revealed that an unspecified PRC company is sending a range of military drones to Russia for
testing and eventual use by Russian forces in Ukraine.[1] A Western official reportedly stated that the
PRC company signed the agreement with Russia in 2023 and that there is "clear evidence that PRC
companies are supplying Russia with deadly weapons for use in Ukraine." The Times reported that the
Western official confirmed a September 25 report from Reuters about Russia's secret weapons program
in the PRC to develop long-range attack drones for use in Ukraine.[2] US Secretary of State Antony
Blinken stated on September 27 that roughly 70 percent of Russian imports of machine tools and 90
percent of microelectronic imports come from the PRC and Hong Kong and that Russia is using these
imports to produce missiles, rockets, armored vehicles, and munitions.[3] Blinken stated that the PRC's
actions do not "add up" since the PRC speaks about wanting peace in Ukraine but is allowing PRC
companies to take actions that are helping the Russian war effort. The PRC has repeatedly attempted
to depict itself as a neutral mediator in the war in Ukraine, and continued reports of PRC aid to Russia's
war effort undermine this claim.[4]

Ukrainian media reported on September 28 that unspecified Russian resistance
movements, in coordination with the Ukrainian Main Military Intelligence Directorate
(GUR), killed the Head of the Russian Ministry of Defense's (MoD) 924th State Center
for Unmanned Aviation Colonel Aleksei Kolomeystev in Koloma, Moscow Oblast.[5] GUR
stated that Kolomeystev was involved in training Russian drone operators, including operators and
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support staff for Shahed-type kamikaze drones.[6] GUR posted a photo of Kolomeystev's body but did
not acknowledge any involvement in the killing.[7] Russian officials have not officially acknowledged
the assassination.

The Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFA) strongly condemned on September 28
Israel’s “political assassination” of Hezbollah Secretary General Sayyed Hassan
Nasrallah.[8] The Russian MFA responded to the Israeli airstrike on Beirut, Lebanon that killed
Nasrallah and advocated for an immediate cessation to hostilities, stating that Israel will bear full
responsibility for any subsequent escalation in the Middle East. Russian Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov
also issued a joint condemnation of Israel’s airstrikes in Syria on September 28 during a meeting with
the Turkish and Iranian foreign ministers.[9]

We do not report in detail on Russian war crimes because these activities are well-
covered in Western media and do not directly affect the military operations we are
assessing and forecasting. We will continue to evaluate and report on the effects of
these criminal activities on the Ukrainian military and the Ukrainian population and
specifically on combat in Ukrainian urban areas. We utterly condemn Russian
violations of the laws of armed conflict and the Geneva Conventions and crimes against
humanity even though we do not describe them in these reports.

Ukrainian Operations in the Russian Federation

Ukrainian forces continued offensive operations in Glushkovsky Raion, Kursk Oblast on September 28
but did not make any confirmed gains. The Russian Ministry of Defense (MoD) claimed that Ukrainian
forces unsuccessfully attacked near Novy Put and Medvezhye (both south of Glushkovo).[10]

Ukrainian forces continued offensive operations within the Ukrainian salient in Kursk Oblast on
September 28 but did not make any confirmed gains. Russian sources, including the Russian MoD,
claimed that Russian forces repelled Ukrainian attacks southeast of Korenevo near Lyubimovka, east
of Korenevo near Olgovka and Kremyanoye, north of Sudzha near Kamyshevka, and northeast of
Sudzha near Cherkasskoye Porechnoye.[11]

Russian forces recently regained lost positions within the Ukrainian salient in Kursk Oblast. Geolocated
footage published on September 27 indicates that Russian forces recently marginally advanced east of
Viktorovka (south of Korenevo).[12] Russian sources claimed that Chechen "Akhmat" Spetsnaz forces
advanced almost one kilometer near Nizhnaya Parovaya (northeast of Sudzha) and that Russian forces
advanced near Plekhovo (southeast of Sudzha).[13] ISW has not observed confirmation of these claims,
however. Elements of the Russian 83rd Airborne (VDV) Brigade are reportedly operating in Kursk
Oblast.[14]

Russian Main Effort — Eastern Ukraine
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Russian Subordinate Main Effort #1 — Kharkiv Oblast (Russian objective: Push
Ukrainian forces back from the international border with Belgorod Oblast and approach
to within tube artillery range of Kharkiv City)

Russian forces continued ground assaults north of Kharkiv City near Hlyboke and northeast of Kharkiv
City near Vovchansk and Tykhe on September 27 and 28.[15] A Russian milblogger claimed that
Russian forces advanced 100 meters from northern Tykhe on September 27, but ISW has not observed
visual confirmation of this claim.[16] Russian milbloggers claimed on September 27 and 28 that
Russian forces repelled a Ukrainian assault within Vovchansk and that Ukrainian forces do not have
full control over the Vovchansk Aggregate Plant.[17]
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Russian Subordinate Main Effort #2 — Luhansk Oblast (Russian objective: Capture the
remainder of Luhansk Oblast and push westward into eastern Kharkiv Oblast and
northern Donetsk Oblast)

Russian forces recently advanced southeast of Kupyansk amid ongoing Russian offensive operations
along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line on September 28. Geolocated footage published on
September 28 indicates that Russian forces recently advanced southeast of Hlushkivka (southeast of
Kupyansk).[18] Russian forces conducted offensive operations northeast of Kupyansk near Synkivka
and Kucherivka; southeast of Kupyansk near Stepova Novoselivka; northwest of Svatove near Lozova,
Tabaivka, Hlushkivka, and Kruhlyakivka; northwest of Kreminna near Hrekivka, Nevske, Makiivka,
and Novosadove; and west of Kreminna near Terny, Torske, and Zarichne on September 27 and
28.[19] A Russian milblogger claimed that Ukrainian forces counterattacked near Nevske.[20] The
commander of a Ukrainian battalion operating in the Svatove direction stated that Russian forces have
completely seized Pishchane (northwest of Svatove) and are two kilometers from the Oskil
River.[21] ISW has only observed confirmation that Russian forces are roughly three kilometers from
the Oskil River. The Ukrainian commander stated that Russian forces have changed tactics and are
using armored vehicles to conduct assaults again. The spokesperson of a Ukrainian brigade operating
in the Lyman direction stated that Russian forces have accumulated armored vehicles and replenished
units with poorly trained personnel in order to resume assault operations in the area.[22] Elements of
the Russian 144th Motorized Rifle Division (20th Combined Arms Army, Moscow Military District
[MMDY]) are reportedly operating near Nevske.[23]
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Russian Subordinate Main Effort #3 — Donetsk Oblast (Russian objective: Capture the
entirety of Donetsk Oblast, the claimed territory of Russia’s proxies in Donbas)
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Russian forces attacked northeast of Siversk near Bilohorivka on September 28, but there were no
confirmed changes to the frontline in the Siversk direction.[24]

Russian forces continued offensive operations near Chasiv Yar on September 28, but there were no
confirmed changes to the frontline. A Russian milblogger claimed that Russian forces advanced north
of Chasiv Yar near Kalynivka, but ISW has not observed visual confirmation of this claim.[25] Russian
forces continued assaults north of Chasiv Yar near Kalynivka and Hryhorivka; near Chasiv Yar itself;
south of Chasiv Yar near Predtechyne, Bila Hora, and Stupochky; and southeast of Chasiv Yar near
Kurdyumivka on September 27 and 28.[26] Elements of the Russian "Volki" Brigade's 1st Assault
Detachment and the 88th "Hispaniola" Volunteer Brigade (both of the Russian Volunteer Corps) are
reportedly operating near Chasiv Yar.[27]

Russian forces continued offensive operations near Toretsk on September 27, but there were no
confirmed changes to the frontline. Russian milbloggers claimed that Russian forces advanced further
in central Toretsk, but ISW has not observed confirmation of this claim.[28] Russian forces continued

assaults near Toretsk itself, south of Toretsk near Nelipivka and Niu York, and west of Toretsk in the
direction of Shcherbynivka on September 27 and 28.[29]
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Russian forces recently advanced into Selydove (southeast of Pokrovsk) amid continued offensive
operations east and southeast of Pokrovsk on September 28. Geolocated footage published on
September 27 indicates that Russian forces recently advanced into southern Selydove along Shevchenka
Street and south of the settlement.[30] Russian milbloggers noted that the footage shows a single
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Russian vehicle advancing from the direction of Ukrainsk (southeast of Selydove) and questioned why
Russian forces are conducting assaults with such limited forces and means in the area.[31] The
spokesperson of a Ukranian brigade operating near Selydove stated on September 28 that Russian
forces attacked near Selydove in small infantry groups over the last week and that Russian forces are
not using armored vehicles during their attacks.[32] The spokesperson noted that Russian forces are
not conducting frontal assaults against Selydove but appear to be trying to encircle the settlement from
the north and south. Russian milbloggers claimed that Russian forces also advanced 450 meters in
depth north of Mykolaivka (east of Pokrovsk and just west of Hrodivka) and advanced northwest of
Novohrodivka in the direction of Sukhyi Yar (both southeast of Pokrovsk), but ISW has not observed
visual confirmation of these claims.[33] Russian forces continued assaults east of Pokrovsk near
Vozdvyzhenka, Novotoretske, Mykolaivka, Hrodivka, and Krutyi Yar; south of Pokrovsk near
Dachenske; and southeast of Pokrovsk near Novohrodivka, Lysivka, Marynivka, Selydove, and
Tsukuryne on September 27 and 28.[34] Elements of the Russian 15th Motorized Rifle Brigade (2nd
Combined Arms Army [CAA], Central Military District [CMD]) are reportedly operating near
Mykolaivka (west of Hrodivka).[35]
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Russian forces conducted assaults west of Donetsk City near Heorhiivka on September 27 and 28, but
there were no confirmed changes to the frontline in this area.[36]

Russian forces recently advanced southwest of Donetsk City amid continued offensive operations in the
area on September 28. Geolocated footage published on September 28 indicates that Russian forces
recently advanced south of Katerynivka (northeast of Vuhledar) during a reinforced platoon-sized
mechanized assault.[37] Russian milbloggers claimed that Russian forces continued to advance in
eastern Vuhledar and on Vuheldar's eastern and western flanks, but ISW has not observed visual
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evidence of further Russian advances in the area.[38] Russian forces conducted assaults northeast of
Vuhledar near Kostyantynivka, Katerynivka, and Vodyane; near and in Vuhledar itself; and west of
Vuhledar in the direction of Bohoyavlenka on September 27 and 28.[39] Elements of the Russian 36th
Motorized Rifle Brigade and 43rd Spetsnaz Company (both of the 29th CAA, EMD) are reportedly

operating near Vuhledar.[40]

Russian forces continued assaults in the Donetsk-Zaporizhia Oblast border area near Novodarivka
(southeast of Velyka Novosilka) on September 27 and 28, but there were no confirmed changes to the
frontline in this area.[41] Ukrainian Tavriisk Group of Forces Spokesperson Colonel Vladyslav
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Voloshyn stated on September 28 that Russian forces are concentrating personnel near Pryyutne
(southwest of Velyka Novosilka) in preparation for future assaults in the area.[42]

Russian Supporting Effort — Southern Axis (Russian objective: Maintain frontline
positions and secure rear areas against Ukrainian strikes)

A Russian milblogger claimed on September 27 that Russian forces advanced to the outskirts of
Hulyaipole in eastern Zaporizhia Oblast, but ISW has not observed confirmation of this claim.[43]
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Russian forces conducted offensive operations in western Zaporizhia Oblast on September 28, but there
were no confirmed changes to the frontline. The Ukrainian General Staff reported that Russian forces
attacked near Robotyne and Mali Shcherbaky (northwest of Robotyne) on September 28.[44] A Russian
milblogger claimed that Russian forces are unlikely to conduct major offensive operations in the
Zaporizhia direction and that significant Ukrainian and Russian defensive lines in the area will make
any assault costly and unlikely to result in significant gains.[45] Elements of the Russian 503rd
Motorized Rifle Regiment (19th Motorized Rifle Division, 58th Combined Arms Army [CAA], Southern
Military District [SMD]) are reportedly operating in the Orikhiv direction.[46]
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* Assessed Russian advances are areas where ISW assesses Russian forces have operated in or launched attacks against
but do not control.

The Ukrainian General Staff reported that Russian forces conducted multiple attacks in the Dnipro
(Kherson) direction on September 27 and 28.[47] A Russian milblogger claimed that Russian forces
have pushed Ukrainian forces out of unspecified, large islands in the Dnipro River Delta but that
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Ukrainian forces continue to operate in unspecified areas of the delta.[48] Elements of the Russian 76th
Airborne (VDV) Division are reportedly clearing Krynky in east (left) bank Kherson Oblast.[49]
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* Assessed Russian advances are areas where ISW assesses Russian forces have operated in or launched attacks
against but do not control.

Russian Air, Missile, and Drone Campaign (Russian Objective: Target Ukrainian military
and civilian infrastructure in the rear and on the frontline)
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Russian forces conducted a series of drone and missile strikes against Ukraine on the night of
September 27 to 28. The Ukrainian Air Force reported that Russian forces launched two Iskander-
M/KN-23 ballistic missiles from occupied Crimea; two Kh-59/69 cruise missiles from airspace over
occupied Zaporizhia Oblast; and 73 Shahed-136/131 drones from Kursk and Oryol oblasts; Primorsko-
Akhtarsk, Krasnodar Krai; and occupied Cape Chauda, Crimea.[50] The Ukrainian Air Force reported
that Ukrainian forces downed two Kh-59/69 cruise missiles and 69 Shahed drones over Kyiv, Cherkasy,
Vinnytsia, Kirovohrad, Rivne, Dnipropetrovsk, Zaporizhia, Poltava, Sumy, Kharkiv, Kherson, Odesa,
and Mykolaiv oblasts; that three drones were "lost" due to unspecified Ukrainian drone
countermeasures; and that one drone flew back into Russian airspace. Russian sources claimed on
September 28 that Russian forces struck an ammunition depot at the Pivdenmash plant in Dnipro City,
Dnipropetrovsk Oblast with an Iskander-M ballistic missile.[51] Kyiv City Military Administration
Head Serhiy Popko stated on September 28 that Russian forces conducted the tenth drone strike
targeting Kyiv City since the beginning of September 2024 and that Ukrainian forces downed 18 drones
near the city.[52] Odesa Oblast Military Administration Head Oleh Kiper reported on September 28
that Russian forces struck a recreation center in Bilhorod-Dnistrovskyi Raion, Odesa Oblast with an
unspecified missile.[53] Ukrainian officials reported on September 28 that Russian forces targeted
Sumy Oblast with Shahed drones and struck a medical facility.[54]

Russian Mobilization and Force Generation Efforts (Russian objective: Expand combat
power without conducting general mobilization)

Russia is reportedly implementing legislation that allows Russian authorities to release those accused
of crimes from criminal liabilities if the accused signs a contract with the Russian MoD.[55] Russian
opposition outlets reported on September 28 that Russian authorities are actively offering detainees in
Bryansk, Nizhny Novgorod, and Novosibirsk oblasts; Komi Republic; Altai Krai; and occupied Crimea
the opportunity of release from criminal liabilities in exchange for signing a military contract.[56]

The Institute for Science and International Security published a report on September 26 estimating
that the Alabuga Special Economic Zone (SEZ) in the Republic of Tatarstan achieved an annual
production rate of roughly 4,500 Shahed-136 drones as of late April 2024 and may have achieved an
annual production rate of over 6,000 Shaheds by the end of August 2024.[57] The Institute for Science
and International Security estimated that the Alabuga SEZ manufactured 256 Shahed drones on
average per month between April and December 2023 and that the Alabuga SEZ produced 444 Shahed
drones on average per month in 2024 as of August 2024.[58] The Institute for Science and
International Security added that Ukraine's high interception rate of Shaheds during Russian strikes
means that the Alabuga SEZ must maintain a high production rate and acquire a larger number of
electronics and other components from abroad.[59]

Russian Technological Adaptations (Russian objective: Introduce technological
innovations to optimize systems for use in Ukraine)

Nothing significant to report.

Ukrainian Defense Industrial Efforts (Ukrainian objective: Develop its defense
industrial base to become more self-sufficient in cooperation with US, European, and
international partners)
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ISW is suspending publishing coverage of Ukrainian defense industrial efforts until further notice.

Activities in Russian-occupied areas (Russian objective: Consolidate administrative
control of annexed areas; forcibly integrate Ukrainian citizens into Russian
sociocultural, economic, military, and governance systems)

ISW is not publishing coverage of Russian-occupied areas today.

Russian Information Operations and Narratives

Russian authorities continue to charge Western journalists for illegally crossing into Kursk Oblast in an
effort to directly tie the West to the Ukrainian incursion in Kursk Oblast and accuse the West of
escalation.[60]

Ukrainian Donetsk Oblast Military Administration Head Vadym Filashkin stated on September 23 that
Russian sources circulated a video of him dubbed with a false voice in order to promote false
information about the situation in Pokrovsk Raion and cause panic.[61]

Significant activity in Belarus (Russian efforts to increase its military presence in
Belarus and further integrate Belarus into Russian-favorable frameworks and Wagner
Group activity in Belarus)

Belarusian Foreign Minister Maxim Ryzhenkov claimed on September 27 that Russia and Belarus will
sign an agreement on security guarantees for the 25th anniversary of the formation of the Union State,
which will include an unspecified provision on nuclear weapons.[62]

Note: ISW does not receive any classified material from any source, uses only publicly
available information, and draws extensively on Russian, Ukrainian, and Western
reporting and social media as well as commercially available satellite imagery and other
geospatial data as the basis for these reports.

Ukrainian forces repelled a reinforced battalion-size Russian mechanized assault in the
Kupyansk direction on September 26 — the first large Russian mechanized assault along
the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line since Winter 2024. A Ukrainian battalion operating
near Pishchane (northwest of Svatove and southeast of Kupyansk) posted geolocated footage on
September 26 showing Ukrainian forces repelling the reinforced battalion-size Russian mechanized
assault in fields around Pishchane and reported that Russian forces attacked in the direction of
Kolisnykivka and Kruhlyakivka (west of Pishchane and directly on the Oskil River).[1] The Ukrainian
battalion reported that Russian forces used 50 armored vehicles in the assault, and the Ukrainian
Airborne Assault Forces Command reported that Russian forces attacked Ukrainian positions in two
columns, one with 37 armored vehicles and the other with 13.[2] The Ukrainian battalion reported that
Ukrainian forces destroyed three tanks and 11 armored vehicles and damaged 10 tanks and 16 armored
vehicles.[3] The Ukrainian Airborne Assault Forces Command posted footage showing damaged and
destroyed Russian armored vehicles crowded close to one another, suggesting that Russian armored
vehicles attacked in tight columns and became jammed once Ukrainian fire elements started to strike
the column— a common occurrence in failed Russian mechanized assaults.[4] Ukrainian military
sources reported that Ukrainian forces repelled Russian forces back to their starting positions near
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Pishchane, and none of the geolocated footage that ISW has observed of the assault indicates that
Russian forces advanced during the assault.[5]

The Russian Western Grouping of Forces conducted several large mechanized assaults between
January and February 2024 at the start of the Russian offensive operation along the Kupyansk-Svatove-
Kreminna line, with the last observed battalion-size Russian mechanized assault occurring west of
Kreminna in late January.[6] Russian forces have since conducted infantry assaults and occasional
roughly platoon-size mechanized assaults along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line, and the tempo
of the Russian offensive operation along this sector of the front has generally been much lower than
Russian offensive operations elsewhere in Ukraine.[7]

Russian forces may be intensifying their efforts to reach the Oskil River, although
Russian advances on the east (left) bank of the Oskil River will likely continue to be
relatively gradual. Russian forces have created a small tactical salient around Pishchane in recent
weeks and have focused on advancing toward Kolisnykivka and Kruhlyakivka.[8] Russian forces
advanced along a ravine running east of Pishchane and in fields south and north of the settlement but
have struggled to advance in the fields immediately east of Kolisnykivka and Kruhlyakivka. The
command of the Western Grouping of Forces may have intended for the large mechanized assault to
allow Russian forces to advance rapidly through these fields and consolidate positions within
Kolisnykivka and Kruhlyakivka and enable Russian infantry to establish a more enduring foothold
within the two settlements on the Oskil River.

Russian forces are likely focusing on establishing a foothold directly on the Oskil River because it would
allow Russian forces to envelop Ukrainian positions on the east bank of the river both to the north and
south - creating a narrower Ukrainian salient between Kupyansk-Vuzlovyi and Hlushkivka and a wider
Ukrainian salient south of Kruhlyakivka since the Oskil River acts as a barrier. The Western Grouping
of Forces has conducted the offensive operation along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line in four
mutually supporting axes of advance (northeast of Kupyansk, northwest of Svatove, southwest of
Svatove, and west of Kreminna) specifically so that Russian territorial gains on any route of advance
would generate opportunities to create Ukrainian salients on the east bank of the Oskil River and
envelop Ukrainian positions both to the north and south of any advance.[9] The desired Russian seizure
of Kolisnykivka and Kruhlyakivka does not ensure that Russian forces would be able to more quickly
reduce the potential Ukrainian salient between Kupyansk-Vuzlovyi and Hlushkivka nor increase the
pace of advance south of Kruhlyakivka, however. Russian forces have not demonstrated the ability to
quicken the pace of their advance along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line in recent months, and
Russian forces have also failed to make even marginal gains on other axes of advance, notably spending
weeks to enter small settlements like Nevske and Makiivka (both northwest of Kreminna). Russian
sources claimed as of September 27 that Ukrainian forces are actively counterattacking near Nevske,
and Ukrainian forces have previously conducted tactically successful counterattacks in the Kreminna
area — suggesting that Ukrainian forces have more flexibility to contest the tactical initiative in the area
than elsewhere in eastern Ukraine.[10]

The Russian military command has demonstrated that it will likely accept continued
gradual gains along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line, however. The Western Grouping
of Forces established the Russian offensive operation towards the Oskil River as a much more
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sustainable effort than previous offensive operations and has repeatedly slowed offensive tempo along
the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line to allow participating Russian units to rest, reconstitute, and
rotate.[11] Russian forces began the effort to reach the Oskil River in Winter 2024 and have not
abandoned the effort despite several brief operational culminations in the previous months.[12]

Russian President Vladimir Putin and the Russian military command are currently pursuing a theory
of victory in Ukraine that posits that Russian forces can continue gradual creeping advances
indefinitely, and gradual Russian advances along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line cohere with this
strategic calculus.[13] ISW continues to assess that Russia's objective to push Ukrainian forces off the
east bank of the Oskil River is an operationally significant objective since it would allow Russian forces
to establish an easily defensible front along the river and free up combat power.[14] The Russian
military command continues to deprioritize other offensive operations with operationally significant
objectives, however, as seen with the current Russian offensive operation around the operationally
significant town of Chasiv Yar.

The Western Grouping of Forces likely has limited capacity to maintain an intensified
offensive effort along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line or conduct effective combat
operations that result in more rapid gains. The Western Grouping of Forces initially was
comprised of both Moscow and Leningrad Military District (MMD/LMD) elements when it launched
the offensive operation along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line in Winter 2024, and the Russian
military redeployed the majority of the LMD elements to the Northern Grouping of Forces to conduct
the Russian offensive operation into northern Kharkiv Oblast in May 2024.[15] Ukraine's incursion into
Kursk Oblast has since drawn additional elements from the Western Grouping of Forces to defend in
Kursk Oblast from the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line.[16] The Western Grouping of Forces has now
tasked the MMD's 1st Guards Tank Army (GTA) with a wider area of responsibility from northeast of
Kupyansk to west of Svatove while continuing to task primarily the MMD's 20th Combined Arms Army
[CAA] with the front southwest of Svatove to west of Kreminna.[17] Ukrainian military observer
Kostyantyn Mashovets stated on September 25 that the 1st GTA has created an operational reserve of
elements of the 1st GTA's 153rd Tank Regiment (47th Tank Division), 371st Motorized Rifle Regiment
(mobilized unit), and several combined rifle battalions from the 1st GTA's 4th and 47th tank divisions
to support the Russian offensive operation in the Kupyansk direction, and this reserve will likely be
unable to support prolonged intensified offensive operations.[18] The command of the Western
Grouping of Forces has previously overseen costly and ineffective mechanized assaults. Continued
pronounced failures with mechanized assaults suggest that the Western Grouping of Forces is not
learning tactical lessons that other Russian groupings of forces have learned.[19]
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Russian authorities appear to be expending a significant amount of effort to influence
the Western debate about allowing Ukraine to use Western-provided weapons to
conduct long-range strikes against military objects in Russia. This Russian effort
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suggests a deep concern with the operational pressures that such strikes into Russia
would generate on Russian offensive operations in Ukraine, although US officials remain
hesitant to permit Ukraine to conduct such strikes. The New York Times (NYT), citing
unnamed US officials, reported on September 26 that US intelligence assessments "play down" the
effect that Ukrainian strikes into Russia with US-, UK-, and French-provided long-range missile
systems could have on the course of the war in Ukraine due to Ukraine's limited number of such
weapons and uncertainty around the future provision of more long-range systems.[20] NYT noted that
officials within the US military and Biden administration who support the policy change stated that
Western-provided weapons would allow Ukraine to strike more distant Russian bases and ammunition
warehouses and force the Russian military to relocate ammunition depots, command posts, attack
helicopters, and other materiel out of the range of Western missiles, which the officials noted would
significantly complicate Russian supply lines in Ukraine.[21]

Even a small number of successful Ukrainian long-range strikes could have asymmetric impacts and
prompt Russian forces to move significant military and storage facilities outside the range of Western-
provided weapons and further away from the frontline - complicating Russian logistics in the vicinity
of Ukraine. Ukrainian forces previously conducted a series of HIMARS strikes against Russian
ammunition depots throughout occupied Ukraine in Summer 2022, which prompted Russian forces to
disperse ammunition storage facilities and degraded the efficiency of Russian logistics.[22] Russian
authorities are likely concerned about how moving ammunition depots and other critical storage
facilities further away from the frontline and outside the range of Western-provided systems will impact
Russian offensive capabilities in Ukraine and appear to be engaged in a significant rhetorical effort to
prevent the West from allowing Ukraine to conduct another similarly significant strike campaign.

Russian President Vladimir Putin reintroduced several of the Kremlin's previously most
effective narratives back into the Western and Russian information spaces in recent
weeks and tailored his typical boilerplate language to specifically target the ongoing
Western debate about allowing Ukraine to conduct long-range strikes into Russia with
Western-provided equipment. Putin invoked the Kremlin's ongoing narrative about its supposed
"red lines" and stated on September 11 that Ukrainian strikes against Russia using Western-provided
weapons would represent an escalation in the war in Ukraine and directly involve Western countries in
the war.[23] Putin invoked the threat of nuclear confrontation between Russia and the West on
September 25 and claimed that "aggression against Russia by a non-nuclear state with support or
participation from a nuclear state" or the "receipt of reliable information about the massive launch of
air and space weapons" at Russia are two possible conditions that Russia could use to justify using a
nuclear weapon.[24] The Kremlin's information operations threatening nuclear war if the West crosses
Russia's "red lines" were successful at prompting the West into self-deterrence and delaying Western
security assistance during critical moments in 2022 and 2024.[25] Officials close to senior Russian
diplomats recently claimed that Putin may be doubting the impact of his nuclear saber-rattling against
Western policymakers, although Putin may continue to employ such rhetoric if he assesses that these
information operations will continue to have even minimal impacts on Western decision-makers.[26]

The benefits of allowing Ukraine to use Western-provided long-range strike systems
against Russia may outweigh the risk of Russian retaliation more than Western
policymakers are currently considering. Western media outlets have repeatedly reported that
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the US and other Western governments are hesitant to greenlight Ukraine to use Western-provided
systems to strike targets in Russia due to previous assessments that the risk of Russian retaliation for
such strikes outweighs the possible benefits that Ukraine could generate with such
strikes.[27] NYT reported that the assessment notes that Russia is likely to retaliate with greater force
against the US and its allies, possibly with covert attacks on US and European strategic facilities and
military bases in Europe, in the event that the West allows Ukraine to use Western-provided systems
to strike objects in Russia.[28]

The Kremlin has been conducting covert operations against Western powers since long before the
ongoing debate about Ukraine's use of Western-provided weapons to strike Russia and the Kremlin
may intend to intensify these operations regardless of the West's decision as these operations support
other Kremlin objectives to destabilize European countries and undermine NATO's military
readiness.[29] ISW continues to assess that Russian forces are still benefiting from and exploiting
territory within the range of Western-provided systems for further Russian offensive operations against
Ukraine and Western policymakers maintain the decision-making power to remove this sanctuary and
further complicate Russia's war effort.[30]

Russian Defense Minister Andrei Belousov met with Kremlin-affiliated milbloggers on
September 27, likely as part of the ongoing Kremlin effort to coopt Russian milbloggers
and downplay recent backlash in the ultranationalist information space over the death
of two prominent drone operators. Russian state-run news agencies TASS and RIA
Novosti reported on September 27 that Belousov met with several milbloggers to discuss issues relating
to unspecified frontline areas in Ukraine.[31] Several Kremlin-affiliated milbloggers (some of whom
were present at previous meetings between MoD officials and milbloggers) praised Belousov for being
receptive to their feedback about the situation on the frontlines and being in tune with the situation on
the frontline.[32] One Kremlin-affiliated milblogger in attendance had recently published the claimed
results of Belousov’s investigation into the deaths of drone operators of the 87th Separate Rifle
Regiment (1st "Slavic" Motorized Rifle Brigade, 51st Combined Arms Army [CAA], formerly 1st Donetsk
People's Republic Army Corps [DNR AC]) Junior Sergeant Dmitry Lysakovsky (alias Goodwin) and
Lieutenant Colonel Sergey Gritsai (alias Ernest).[33] Some milbloggers accused this Kremlin-affiliated
milblogger of working with the Russian MoD to gauge the public reaction to the claimed results of the
investigation, which allegedly found the commander of the 87th Separate Rifle Regiment not guilty of
exceeding his powers by committing the drone platoon to combat operations, which ultimately resulted
in Lysakovsky and Gritsai’s deaths.[34] Belousov may have met with coopted Russian milbloggers to
downplay the controversy generated by the deaths of Lysakovsky and Gritsai likely in an attempt to
further the Russian Ministry of Defense’s (MoD) influence in the Russian information space.

The People's Republic of China (PRC) announced a new initiative to draw international
support for its alternative peace plan for Ukraine amid increasing cooperation with
Russia. PRC Foreign Minister Wang Yi announced on September 26 that the PRC, Brazil, Pakistan,
and "other like-minded countries in the global south" will soon establish the "Friends of Peace"
platform that allegedly aims to foster "inclusive dialogue" to find a solution to end the war in
Ukraine.[35] The PRC routinely promoted its alternative peace plan, allowing Russian officials to
posture as willing to negotiate with Ukraine in good faith despite consistent Kremlin statements either
insisting on its terms amounting to total Ukrainian capitulation or rejecting negotiations
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outright.[36] The Kremlin will likely promote this new Friends of Peace platform and use its support of
multiple alternative peace efforts to falsely portray Ukraine as unwilling to negotiate.

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky continued to meet with US officials about the
war in Ukraine during his visit to the US on September 26 and 27. Zelensky met with a
bipartisan delegation from the US Senate and with US President Joe Biden on September 26 and with
US Vice President Kamala Harris and former US President Donald Trump on September 27.[37]

Russian forces may be intensifying their efforts to reach the Oskil River, although
Russian advances on the east (left) bank of the Oskil River will likely continue to
be relatively gradual.

The Russian military command has demonstrated that it will likely accept
continued gradual gains along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line, however.

The Western Grouping of Forces likely has limited capacity to maintain an
intensified offensive effort along the Kupyansk-Svatove-Kreminna line or conduct
effective combat operations that result in more rapid gains.

Russian authorities appear to be expending a significant amount of effort to
influence the Western debate about allowing Ukraine to use Western-provided
weapons to conduct long-range strikes against military objects in Russia. This
Russian effort suggests a deep concern with the operational pressures that such
strikes into Russia would generate on Russian offensive operations in Ukraine,
although US officials remain hesitant to permit Ukraine to conduct such strikes.

The benefits of allowing Ukraine to use Western-provided long-range strike
systems against Russia may outweigh the risk of Russian retaliation more than
Western policymakers are currently considering.

Russian Defense Minister Andrei Belousov met with Kremlin-affiliated
milbloggers on September 27, likely as part of the ongoing Kremlin effort to coopt
Russian milbloggers and downplay recent backlash in the ultranationalist
information space over the death of two prominent drone operators.

The People's Republic of China (PRC) announced a new initiative to draw
international support for its alternative peace plan for Ukraine amid increasing
cooperation with Russia.

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky continued to meet with US officials
about the war in Ukraine during his visit to the US on September 26 and 27.
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« Russian and Ukrainian forces continued assaults in Kursk Oblast, but neither side
made further advances.

e Russian forces recently advanced within and around Toretsk and southeast of
Pokrovsk.

e Russian authorities continue to threaten Russian frontline soldiers' ad-hoc
communications networks.
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We do not report in detail on Russian war crimes because these activities are well-
covered in Western media and do not directly affect the military operations we are
assessing and forecasting. We will continue to evaluate and report on the effects of
these criminal activities on the Ukrainian military and the Ukrainian population
and specifically on combat in Ukrainian urban areas. We utterly condemn Russian
violations of the laws of armed conflict and the Geneva Conventions and crimes
against humanity even though we do not describe them in these reports.

Ukrainian Operations in the Russian Federation

Russian Main Effort — Eastern Ukraine

Ukrainian forces continued ground assaults in Glushkovsky Raion, Kursk Oblast on September 27 but
did not make any confirmed gains. Russian sources, including the Russian Ministry of Defense (MoD),
claimed that Russian forces repelled Ukrainian assaults south of Glushkovo near Veseloye,
Krasnooktyabrskoye, Novy Put, and Medvezhye on September 26 and 27.[38] The Russian MoD
claimed that Russian forces also counterattacked near Novy Put.[39] Elements of the Russian 56th
Airborne (VDV) Regiment (7th VDV Division) are reportedly defending against Ukrainian assaults in
Glushkovsky Raion.[40]

Ukrainian forces continued assaults in the Ukrainian salient in Kursk Oblast on September 27 but did
not make any confirmed advances. Russian sources, including the Russian MoD, claimed that
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Ukrainian forces attacked southeast of Korenevo near Lyubimovka and south of Sudzha near
Plekhovo.[41]

Russian forces conducted counterattacks in the Ukrainian salient in Kursk Oblast on September 27 but
did not make any confirmed gains. A Russian milblogger claimed that Russian forces advanced near
Plekhovo, but ISW has not observed visual confirmation of this claim.[42] Russian milbloggers claimed
on September 26 and 27 that fighting is ongoing in forest areas between Plekhovo and Borki
(immediately east of Plekhovo) and that dense minefields in the area are slowing Russian
progress.[43] The Russian MoD claimed that Russian forces conducted assaults southeast of Korenevo
near Lyubimovka, Darino, and Nikolayevo-Daryino and south of Sudzha near Plekhovo.[44] Elements
of the Russian 83rd VDV Brigade are also reportedly operating in Kursk Oblast.[45]
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Russian Subordinate Main Effort #1 — Kharkiv Oblast (Russian objective: Push
Ukrainian forces back from the international border with Belgorod Oblast and approach
to within tube artillery range of Kharkiv City)

Russian forces recently marginally advanced north of Kharkiv City amid continued Russian assaults
north and northeast of Kharkiv City on September 27. Geolocated footage published on September 26
indicates that Russian forces recently marginally advanced northwest of Zelene (north of Kharkiv
City).[46] A Ukrainian bridge operating in the Kharkiv direction posted footage on September 26
showing Ukrainian forces repelling a platoon-size Russian mechanized assault in an unspecified area
of the Kharkiv direction.[47] Ukrainian Kharkiv Group of Forces Spokesperson Colonel Vitaliy
Sarantsev reported that Russian forces are digging tunnels and underground passageways between
buildings in Vovchansk (northeast of Kharkiv City) in order to conceal troop movements.[48] Sarantsev
noted that Russian forces have gone on the defensive in some unspecified areas of the Kharkiv direction
and appear to be preparing for future assaults in other unspecified areas.[49] Russian forces continued
assaults north of Kharkiv City near Hlyboke and northeast of Kharkiv City near Starytsya, Vovchansk,
and Tykhe on September 26 and 27.[50] Elements of the Russian 380th Motorized Rifle Regiment
(47th Tank Division, 1st Guard Tank Army [GTA], Moscow Military District [MMD]) are reportedly
operating near Lukyantsi (north of Kharkiv City).[51] Elements of the Russian "Enot" drone
detachment of the 136th Motorized Rifle Brigade (58th Combined Arms Army [CAA], Southern Military
District [SMD]) are reportedly operating in Vovchansk.[52]
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Russian Subordinate Main Effort #2 — Luhansk Oblast (Russian objective: Capture the
remainder of Luhansk Oblast and push westward into eastern Kharkiv Oblast and
northern Donetsk Oblast)

Russian Subordinate Main Effort #3 — Donetsk Oblast (Russian objective: Capture the
entirety of Donetsk Oblast, the claimed territory of Russia’s proxies in Donbas)

Russian forces reportedly continued offensive operations northeast of Siversk near Bilohorivka, east of
Siversk near Verkhnokamyanske, and southeast of Siversk near Spirne on September 26 and 27 but did
not advance.[53]

Russian forces continued offensive operations in the Chasiv Yar direction on September 26 and 27 but
did not make confirmed advances. The Ukrainian General Staff reported that Russian forces attacked
north of Chasiv Yar near Hryhorivka and Minkivka and south of Chasiv Yar near Stupochky and Bila
Hora.[54] Advisor to the Donetsk People’s Republic (DNR) Head Igor Kimakovsky claimed that
Russian forces seized an unspecified height near Chasiv Yar and are continuing offensive operations
near Kalynivka (northeast of Chasiv Yar) and Hryhorivka, although ISW has not observed visual
evidence of these claims.[55] A Russian milblogger affiliated with the Russian Airborne Forces (VDV)
claimed on September 27 that previously prepared defensive positions and the Siverskyi Donets-
Donbas Canal are slowing Russian advances near Chasiv Yar and impeding Russian assault groups
trying to cross the canal.[56] The milblogger claimed that forests around Chasiv Yar allow Ukrainian
forces to conceal military equipment, that Ukrainian forces have an advantage in drone operations in
the area, and that Russian forces are struggling to secure positions in the ruins of Chasiv Yar’s private
sector.[57]
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Russia forces recently made confirmed advances in Toretsk and southeast of Toretsk amid continued
offensive operations on September 26 and 27. Geolocated footage published on September 21 and
September 27 indicates that Russian forces recently advanced in eastern Toretsk along Darvina and
Pushkarenko streets, respectively.[58] Russian milbloggers also claimed that Russian forces advanced
in eastern Toretsk along Heroiv Pratsi Street and in central Toretsk along Pyaboshapky
Street.[59] Geolocated footage published on September 27 also indicates that Russian forces recently
advanced in northwestern Zalizne (southeast of Toretsk), indicating that Russian forces have seized the
settlement.[60] The Ukrainian General Staff reported that Russian forces continued offensive
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operations near Toretsk; south of Toretsk; and southwest of Toretsk near Leonidivka

Shcherbynivka.[61]
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Russian forces recently advanced southeast of Pokrovsk amid continued offensive operations on
September 26 and 27. Geolocated footage published on September 27 indicates that Russian forces
advanced south of Sukhyi Yar and seized the Novohrodivska No. 1/3 mine west of Novohrodivka
(southeast of Sukhyi Yar).[62] The Russian Ministry of Defense (MoD) claimed on September 27 that
Russian forces seized Marynivka (southeast of Pokrovsk and south of Novohrodivka) during the week
of September 21 and 27, and ISW assessed that Russian forces seized the settlement on September
10.[63] A Russian milblogger also claimed that Russian forces advanced in northern Hirnyk (southeast
of Pokrovsk).[64] Russian forces continued offensive operations east of Pokrovsk near Zelene Pole,
Krutyi Yar, Vozdvyzhenka, Novotoretske, and Hrodivka; south of Pokrovsk near Dachenske; and
southeast of Pokrovsk near Novohrodivka, Selydove, Mykolaivka, Lysivka, Marynivka, Krasnyi Yar,
Tsukuryne, and Zhelanne Druhe.[65] A Russian long-range reconnaissance company of a
reconnaissance battalion belonging to the 35th Separate Motorized Rifle Brigade (41st Combined Arms
Army [CAA], Central Military District [CMD]) is reportedly mining Ukrainian logistics routes near
Mykolaivka.[66]
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Russian forces reportedly continued offensive operations west of Donetsk City near Heorhiivka on
September 26 and 27, but there were no confirmed changes to the frontline.[67]

Russian sources claimed that Russian forces advanced in and near Vuhledar amid continued offensive
operations southwest of Donetsk City on September 26 and 27. Russian milbloggers claimed that
Russian forces with armored vehicle support advanced in eastern Vuhledar, west of Vuhledar, and
northwest of the Pivdennodonbaska No. 3 mine northeast of Vuhledar.[68] ISW has not observed visual
confirmation of these claims. The Ukrainian General Staff reported that Russian forces continued

offensive operations southwest of Donetsk City near Paraskoviivka, Kostyantynivka, and Katerynivka;
near Vuhledar; north of Vuhledar in the direction of Bohoyavlenka; and northeast of Vuhledar near
Vodyane.[69] The deputy commander of a Ukrainian brigade operating in the area reported that the
Vremivka direction west of Vuhledar remains an important section of the frontline and that Russian
forces conduct attacks using columns of five to 10 vehicles in this direction.[70] The deputy commander
added that Russian forces conduct new assaults about an hour apart and that Russian forces can
conduct three to four attacks per day. Ukrainian military observer Kostyantyn Mashovets stated that
elements of the Russian 39th Motorized Rifle Brigade (68th Army Corps [AC], Eastern Military District
[EMD]) and the 430th Motorized Rifle Regiment (likely a mobilized unit) advanced in eastern and
central Vuhledar and that other Russian units are advancing near the western outskirts of
Vuhledar.[71] Drone operators of the Russian 14th Spetsnaz Brigade (Russian General Staff's Main
Intelligence Directorate [GRU]) are reportedly operating within Vuhledar.[72]
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Russian forces reportedly attacked southwest of Velyka Novosilka near Novodarivka on September 27
but did not advance.[73]
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Russian Supporting Effort — Southern Axis (Russian objective: Maintain frontline
positions and secure rear areas against Ukrainian strikes)

Positional fighting continued in western Zaporizhia Oblast on September 26 and 27 near Novoandriivka
and Mali Shcherbaky (both northwest of Robotyne) and near Robotyne, but there were no confirmed
changes to the front line.[74] Elements of the Russian "Valkyrie" Special Detachment (4th Military
Base, 58th Combined Arms Army [CAA], Southern Military District [SMD]) are reportedly correcting
Russian artillery fire against Ukrainian positions near Kamyanske (northwest of
Robotyne).[75] Russian sources claimed that Ukrainian forces fired on Tokmak with multiple launch
rocket systems (MLRS).[76]

Ukrainian Tavriisk Group of Forces Spokesperson Colonel Vladyslav Voloshyn said on September 26
that a large contingent of Russian forces, including Rosgvardia personnel, are using the occupied
Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant (ZNPP) as a training base for drone crews to shield these Russian
forces from Ukrainian strikes.[77] ISW has reported at length about Russia's militarization of the ZNPP,
including visual evidence of Russian forces storing and operating weapons on the ZNPP's grounds.[78]
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The Ukrainian General Staff reported on September 27 that Russian forces attacked multiple times in
the Dnipro (Kherson) direction[79] Elements of the Russian 61st Naval Infantry Brigade (Leningrad
Military District [LMD], formerly Northern Fleet) are reportedly operating in the Kherson
direction.[80]
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The Ukrainian Crimean-based "Atesh" partisan group published photographs and reported on
September 27 that Russian forces are building new defensive structures along the beach near occupied
Andriivka-Uhlove (north of Sevastopol), Crimea.[81]
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Russian Air, Missile, and Drone Campaign (Russian Objective: Target Ukrainian military
and civilian infrastructure in the rear and on the frontline)

Russian forces conducted a limited series of drone and missile strikes against Ukraine on the night of
September 26 to 27. The Ukrainian Air Force reported that Russian forces launched an Iskander-
M/KN-23 ballistic missile from occupied Crimea, two Kh-22 cruise missiles from airspace over the
Black Sea, and 32 Shahed-136/131 drones from Primorsko-Akhtarsk, Krasnodar Krai.[82] The
Ukrainian Air Force reported that Ukrainian forces downed 24 Shahed drones over Dnipropetrovsk,
Mykolaiv, and Odesa oblasts and that one Shahed drone entered Romanian air space and another drone
was "lost" due to unspecified Ukrainian drone countermeasures. The Romanian Ministry of Defense
(MoD) stated that a Russian drone briefly crossed into Romanian air space on the night of September
26 to 27 but did not confirm whether the drone crashed in Romanian territory.[83] Odesa Oblast
Military Administration Head Oleh Kiper reported that Russian forces also struck residential areas in
Izmail, Odesa Oblast.[84]

The Ukrainian Air Force reported on September 27 that Russian forces launched two unspecified
missiles at Starokostyantniv, Khmelnytskyi Oblast, but did not specify if the missiles struck their
targets.[85]

Russian Mobilization and Force Generation Efforts (Russian objective: Expand combat
power without conducting general mobilization)

Russian authorities continue to threaten Russian frontline soldiers' ad-hoc communications networks.
Kremlin-affiliated business outlet Kommersant reported that Russian federal censor Roskomnadzor
may block access to Discord, a partially encrypted communications platform that allows users to
communicate over text, voice, and video, in the coming days.[86] Roskomnadzor censored 14 links to
the Discord social media platform on September 27 and has issued five findings since September 20
that Discord has violated Russian censorship laws.[87] A Russian milblogger complained that Russian
forces use Discord to coordinate combat operations and claimed that Russian forces are usually able to
use Discord while illegally connected to Starlink terminals but can no longer reliably use the platform
otherwise.[88] The Russian Ministry of Defense (MoD) has recently been attempting to further
standardize its ineffective command-and-control (C2) system and undermine the ad-hoc
communications systems that frontline Russian soldiers have established in an attempt to compensate
for it.[89]

The Russian MoD continues efforts to deny financial and social benefits to Russian penal recruits who
fought in Ukraine.[9o] BBC Russian Service reported that Russian penal recruits, whom the MoD
recruited from February 24 to September 1, 2023, and who fought in "Storm-Z" units, are suing the
Russian MoD for promised payments and combat veteran status following their return to Russia and
are frequently losing these cases. BBC Russian Service noted that the MoD is categorizing these penal
recruits as "special contingent volunteers" and had the penal recruits sign special agreements in which
the prisoners "give consent" to fight for Russia in lieu of signing contracts like standard Russian
contract recruits. BBC Russian Service noted that Russian law forbids these penal recruits from serving
in assault battalions, but ISW has frequently observed reports of Storm-Z penal recruits conducting
attritional, infantry-led "meat" assaults and suffering high casualties as a result.[91]
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Russian Technological Adaptations (Russian objective: Introduce technological
innovations to optimize systems for use in Ukraine)

Ukrainian Defense Industrial Efforts (Ukrainian objective: Develop its defense
industrial base to become more self-sufficient in cooperation with US, European, and
international partners)

The Belarusian Ministry of Defense (MoD) reported on September 27 that a Belarusian peacekeeping
contingent arrived at the Taldykorgan airfield in Almaty, Kazakhstan for the Collective Security Treaty
Organization (CSTO) "Indestructible Brotherhood-2024" military exercises.[92]
